Key Vocabulary
Look at the picture, read the word, then read what it means.
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	Decimal   Decimal
A number with a dot that shows a part between whole numbers.
Example:  3.75 means 3 ones + 7 tenths + 5 hundredths — it is between 3 and 4
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	Place value   Valor posicional
What a digit is worth based on where it sits in a number.
Example:  In 4.38: the 4 = 4 ones, the 3 = 3 tenths (0.3), the 8 = 8 hundredths (0.08)
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	Tenths   Décimas
The first spot after the decimal point. It shows parts out of 10.
Example:  0.7 = 7/10 — like 7 slices of a pizza cut into 10 equal slices
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	Hundredths   Centésimas
The second spot after the decimal point. It shows parts out of 100.
Example:  0.05 = 5/100 — like 5 pennies out of a dollar (100 pennies)
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	Annex zeros   Agregar ceros
Adding zeros at the end of a decimal so numbers line up evenly.
Example:  15.7 becomes 15.70 so you can subtract 15.70 − 8.36 with aligned place values
