Key Words
[image: ]
Decimal (Decimal) — A number with a dot that shows a part between whole numbers.
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Place value (Valor posicional) — What a digit is worth based on where it sits in a number.

Tenths (Décimas) — The first spot after the decimal point. It shows parts out of 10.
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Hundredths (Centésimas) — The second spot after the decimal point. It shows parts out of 100.
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Annex zeros (Agregar ceros) — Adding zeros at the end of a decimal so numbers line up evenly.

     Line up decimals: 14.60 + 3.85. Hundredths: 0 + 5 = 5. Tenths: 6 + 8 = 14, write 4 carry 1. Ones: 4 + 3 + 1 = 8. Tens: 1. Answer: 18.45.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Add and Subtract Decimals is skipping the key idea: "Line up the decimal points, annex zeros if needed, then add or subtract one column at a time." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
2. A. 12.82
     Rewrite as 20.30 − 7.48. Annex a zero so both have two decimal places. Work carefully with borrowing: 20.30 − 7.48 = 12.82.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Add and Subtract Decimals is skipping the key idea: "Line up the decimal points, annex zeros if needed, then add or subtract one column at a time." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

     The mistake is in Step 2.
     Correct work: Follow the key idea: Line up the decimal points, annex zeros if needed, then add or subtract one column at a time.
8. A. $43.05
     Line up the decimal points: 27.60 + 15.45. Hundredths: 0 + 5 = 5. Tenths: 6 + 4 = 10, write 0 carry 1. Ones: 7 + 5 + 1 = 13, write 3 carry 1. Tens: 2 + 1 + 1 = 4. Total: $43.05.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Add and Subtract Decimals is skipping the key idea: "Line up the decimal points, annex zeros if needed, then add or subtract one column at a time." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
9. A. 4.85
     Annex a zero so 9.6 becomes 9.60, then subtract: 9.60 − 4.75 = 4.85 units. Borrow in the hundredths and tenths places to subtract correctly.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Add and Subtract Decimals is skipping the key idea: "Line up the decimal points, annex zeros if needed, then add or subtract one column at a time." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
10. A. $16.73
     Write 48.00 − 31.27 with points lined up. Hundredths: 0 − 7 → borrow → 10 − 7 = 3. Tenths: 9 − 2 = 7 (after borrowing). Ones: 7 − 1 = 6. Tens: 4 − 3 = 1. Answer: $16.73.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Add and Subtract Decimals is skipping the key idea: "Line up the decimal points, annex zeros if needed, then add or subtract one column at a time." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
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
