Benchmark (Referencia) — A familiar number you use to guess, like 50% or 1/2.

     3 ÷ 5 = 0.6 = 60%.

3. A. 87.5%
     7 ÷ 8 = 0.875, and 0.875 × 100 = 87.5%.

6. onLevel — Spot the Common Mistake
     The mistake is in Step 2.
     Correct work: Follow the key idea: To turn a fraction into a percent, divide the top by the bottom to get a decimal, then multiply by 100.
7. A. 25% and 1/4
     Move the decimal two places: 0.25 = 25%. As a fraction, 0.25 = 25/100 = 1/4.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Relate Fractions, Decimals, and Percents is skipping the key idea: "To turn a fraction into a percent, divide the top by the bottom to get a decimal, then multiply by 100." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
8. A. 0.6 and 60%
     Divide 3 ÷ 5 = 0.6, then multiply by 100: 0.6 = 60%. So 3/5 = 0.6 = 60%.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Relate Fractions, Decimals, and Percents is skipping the key idea: "To turn a fraction into a percent, divide the top by the bottom to get a decimal, then multiply by 100." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
