     20% = 0.20. Multiply: 0.20 × 150 = 30.

     50% = 0.50. Multiply: 0.50 × 84 = 42. (Or simply divide by 2: 84 ÷ 2 = 42.)
     Watch for: A common mistake in Find the Percent of a Number is skipping the key idea: "To find the part, change the percent to a decimal, then multiply: part = percent × base." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

     72 ÷ 90 = 0.80 = 80%.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Find the Percent of a Number is skipping the key idea: "To find the part, change the percent to a decimal, then multiply: part = percent × base." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

     Correct work: Follow the key idea: To find the part, change the percent to a decimal, then multiply: part = percent × base.
