At least / At most (Al menos / A lo más) — 'At least' means ≥. 'At most' means ≤.

Variable (Variable) — A letter that stands for an unknown number.

1. A. t < 40
     'Less than' means <, so the inequality is t < 40.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Write Inequalities is skipping the key idea: "'At least' means ≥ and 'at most' means ≤; 'more than' means > and 'fewer/less than' means <." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
2. A. h ≥ 48
     'At least' means greater than or equal to, so h ≥ 48.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Write Inequalities is skipping the key idea: "'At least' means ≥ and 'at most' means ≤; 'more than' means > and 'fewer/less than' means <." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

9. A. n < 5
     'Fewer than 5' does not include 5, so n < 5.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Write Inequalities is skipping the key idea: "'At least' means ≥ and 'at most' means ≤; 'more than' means > and 'fewer/less than' means <." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
