Key Words
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Statistical Question (Pregunta estadística) — A question where the answers will be different for different people.
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Data (Datos) — Facts and numbers you collect, like answers to a survey.
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Variability (Variabilidad) — How spread out the numbers are.
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Survey (Encuesta) — Collecting facts by asking people questions.
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Data distribution (Distribución de datos) — How the data looks: where it sits and how spread out it is.

Answer Key (Teacher)
1. A. How many points did each player score this season?
     "How many points did each player score?" is statistical because different players will have different scores — there is variability in the data.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Statistical Questions and Data is skipping the key idea: "If you expect the answers to vary, it is a statistical question." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
2. A. How many innings are in a baseball game?
     "How many innings are in a baseball game?" has one fixed answer (9) — no variability. The other questions all produce different answers for different people.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Statistical Questions and Data is skipping the key idea: "If you expect the answers to vary, it is a statistical question." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
3. A. Because the answers will vary from athlete to athlete
     A statistical question anticipates variability. Different athletes sleep different amounts, so the data collected will vary.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Statistical Questions and Data is skipping the key idea: "If you expect the answers to vary, it is a statistical question." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

8. A. How many rebounds does each player grab per game?
     "How many rebounds does each player grab per game?" anticipates variability — different players grab different numbers of rebounds, so you must collect data. The other three each have one fixed answer.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Statistical Questions and Data is skipping the key idea: "If you expect the answers to vary, it is a statistical question." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
9. A. Because the warm-up times will vary from one athlete to another
     A statistical question anticipates variability. Different athletes warm up for different amounts of time, so the data you collect will vary.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Statistical Questions and Data is skipping the key idea: "If you expect the answers to vary, it is a statistical question." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
