Two numbers (x, y) that tell where a point is on a grid.
Example:  (3, 5) means move right 3 from the origin, then up 5

	Origin   Origen
The point (0, 0) where the two grid lines cross.
Example:  The starting point at the center where both axes cross — (0, 0)

	Quadrant   Cuadrante
One of the four parts of a coordinate grid.
Example:  I (+,+) top-right, II (-,+) top-left, III (-,-) bottom-left, IV (+,-) bottom-right

	Reflection   Reflexión
A flipped, mirror image across a line.
Example:  (3, 2) reflected over the x-axis becomes (3, -2) — same x, opposite y

	Integer   Número entero
Whole numbers and their opposites, like -2, -1, 0, 1, 2.
Example:  ..., -3, -2, -1, 0, 1, 2, 3, ...

	Treasure Map Navigation
Captain Vega left a treasure map, but instead of an 'X marks the spot,' she hid the directions as ordered pairs! To find the treasure, you need to plot each point on the coordinate plane and connect them in order. The first clue says: Start at (2, 1), then go to (5, 4), then (8, 1).



Think about:
•  What shape will the three points make when connected?
•  Which number tells you how far right/left? Which tells you up/down?
•  Why is the ORDER in an ordered pair important?
•  What if one of the coordinates was negative?
•  How would you describe a location without a coordinate plane?
