Ordered pair (Par ordenado) — Two numbers (x, y) that tell where a point is on a grid.

Origin (Origen) — The point (0, 0) where the two grid lines cross.

Quadrant (Cuadrante) — One of the four parts of a coordinate grid.

Reflection (Reflexión) — A flipped, mirror image across a line.

Integer (Número entero) — Whole numbers and their opposites, like -2, -1, 0, 1, 2.

1. A. (3, 7)
     The first coordinate is horizontal (right 3), the second is vertical (up 7). So (3, 7).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Graph on the Coordinate Plane is skipping the key idea: "Always start at the origin (0, 0), move right/left first, then up/down." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
2. A. (0, 0)
     The origin is where the x-axis and y-axis cross, at (0, 0).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Graph on the Coordinate Plane is skipping the key idea: "Always start at the origin (0, 0), move right/left first, then up/down." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

6. onLevel — Spot the Common Mistake
     The mistake is in Step 2.
     Correct work: Follow the key idea: Always start at the origin (0, 0), move right/left first, then up/down.
7. A. (7, 2)
     The x-coordinate is the sideways move (right 7) and the y-coordinate is the up move (up 2), so the Sandy Dock is (7, 2).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Graph on the Coordinate Plane is skipping the key idea: "Always start at the origin (0, 0), move right/left first, then up/down." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
8. A. Move 4 units to the right along the x-axis
     The first number in (x, y) is the x-coordinate, so 4 means move 4 units to the right along the x-axis before moving up.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Graph on the Coordinate Plane is skipping the key idea: "Always start at the origin (0, 0), move right/left first, then up/down." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
9. A. (3, 8)
     Across (3) is the x-coordinate and up (8) is the y-coordinate, so the Coconut Grove is at (3, 8).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Graph on the Coordinate Plane is skipping the key idea: "Always start at the origin (0, 0), move right/left first, then up/down." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
