Quadrant (Cuadrante) — One of the four parts of a coordinate grid, numbered I to IV.
[image: ]
Negative coordinate (Coordenada negativa) — A coordinate less than zero. It means left or below the center point.
[image: ]
Reflection (Reflexión) — A flipped, mirror image of a point across a line.
[image: ]
Axis (Eje) — A line on the grid. The x-axis goes across; the y-axis goes up.

Integer (Número entero) — Whole numbers and their opposites, like -2, -1, 0, 1, 2.

Answer Key (Teacher)
1. B. Quadrant II
     The x-coordinate is negative (left) and the y-coordinate is positive (up). Left and up is Quadrant II.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Ordered Pairs in All Four Quadrants is skipping the key idea: "The signs of (x, y) tell you the quadrant: (+,+) is I, (-,+) is II, (-,-) is III, (+,-) is IV." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
2. D. Quadrant IV
     Positive x (right) and negative y (down) = Quadrant IV (bottom-right).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Ordered Pairs in All Four Quadrants is skipping the key idea: "The signs of (x, y) tell you the quadrant: (+,+) is I, (-,+) is II, (-,-) is III, (+,-) is IV." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.

5. A. (3, 3)
     Moving right means adding to the x-coordinate: -5 + 8 = 3. The y stays the same. New point: (3, 3).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Ordered Pairs in All Four Quadrants is skipping the key idea: "The signs of (x, y) tell you the quadrant: (+,+) is I, (-,+) is II, (-,-) is III, (+,-) is IV." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
6. onLevel — Spot the Common Mistake
     The mistake is in Step 2.
     Correct work: Follow the key idea: The signs of (x, y) tell you the quadrant: (+,+) is I, (-,+) is II, (-,-) is III, (+,-) is IV.
7. Correct groups:
     (3, 2) → Quadrant I
     (-4, 1) → Quadrant II
     (-2, -5) → Quadrant III
     (6, -3) → Quadrant IV

8. C. Quadrant III
     A negative x means left and a negative y means down, so (-5, -2) is in Quadrant III, where both coordinates are negative.
     Watch for: A common mistake in Ordered Pairs in All Four Quadrants is skipping the key idea: "The signs of (x, y) tell you the quadrant: (+,+) is I, (-,+) is II, (-,-) is III, (+,-) is IV." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
9. B. (-, +)
     Quadrant II is up and to the left of the origin, so x is negative and y is positive: (-, +).
     Watch for: A common mistake in Ordered Pairs in All Four Quadrants is skipping the key idea: "The signs of (x, y) tell you the quadrant: (+,+) is I, (-,+) is II, (-,-) is III, (+,-) is IV." — always check your work against this rule before you submit.
